1. Announcements:
· The wall in RES has been repainted and is now ready for the Donner Party Exhibit.  Foam tape is still the standard adhesive and will continue to damage the wall when removed.  We received a scraper from facilities for removal to decrease the damage.
2. Updates 
· Seuss Rooms:  We have designed a vinyl decal to put on the doors that include the cover of a Seuss book, the room number, a quote from the book, and copyright information.  We have already received two quotes for the project and samples of the materials.  We are working with Special Collections to scan the covers, select quotes, and receive the appropriate approval from Seuss Enterprises.
· Cargo:  We did not receive any funding from Admin and will probably not be receiving any from SSHL either.  This puts us $1000 short of our expected cost.  Unless we can find additional funds we will not be holding the screening at this time.

· Black History Month/ Women’s History Month:  Are planning a combined project for March in lieu of Cargo.

· Caspio Replacement: Dan and Mariah are reviewing software replacements for the current Summer Reading Program.  Have completed an online demo for product called “Summer Reading” and will be contacting company for conference call and quote.  If no alternative can be found we will need to consider not having the summer reading program.

· Maybe make a note in Caspio letting the Readers know that we hoped to upgrade software but weren’t able to.

· Explore the possibility of using a WIKI as it allows for categorizing entries (feature requested by readers).
· Record on Paper the reviews submitted to maintain an accurate account of how many reviews were submitted.

· Find additional funding for prizes from Bookstores, Harcourt Press, coffee shops, and ALA

· Ask for monetary help from other libraries but still maintain control of the program.

· Create prizes for categories based on genre to help highlight the collections of the libraries.

· Black History Month:  Dorthea has contacted a staff member and poet from UCLA who has recently published a book of poems to come in late February for a poetry reading.  Lynne Thompson is very excited for the opportunity.  Honorarium is $200.  Dorthea is working with Mariah and the poet to create a display.

· Rachel suggested including Caribbean literature in the display.

· Possibility of doing an open mic poetry reading?

· Places and Spaces Exhibit:  Penciled on the calendar for March 2009.  Asked to help by Brian Schottlaender.  Combined project with S&E and possibly more libraries as they decide to participate.
