SSHL Outreach Committee Meeting

Updates:

-Cargo: Innocence Lost Screening. Alanna and Mariah screened Cargo: Innocence Lost and feel that proceeding with the UCSD screening and bringing in the director would be a great SSHL event. Alanna contacted the publicist and the speaking fee plus accommodations and transportation was figured at approx. $2000. Sponsors for this event will need to be located; Tammy has suggested the LAUC R&PD and Library Administration as locations for extra funds. Alanna will be contacting the Women’s Center to see if they would be able to pay for refreshments. Alternative locations were discussed for the screening, as the Price Center has no available dates in the month of October except for Sundays. The Conference Room: Copley Center, Hojel Auditorium seats 300 in a theater set-up and would cost approx. $330.The screening would be held on a Monday-Thursday to maximize campus availability. 
Update: After contacting the publicist again, she has initially agreed to the educational discount Mariah requested, bringing total costs down to an approx. $1700. Marlo will contact the University Events Center and campus sororities for other sponsors.

-Budget: Mariah has been given permission to purchase a digital camera and the hanging wall gallery system in July. Update: Based on committee recommendations, Mariah will research purchasing a digital camera with video capabilities. Welcome Week planning has commenced and the committee will need to discuss involvement in tours and branding of give-away items at a future meeting. 
Discussion:

- Committee Membership: With the loss of two committee members the committee needs to evaluate the addition of one or two more outreach members. Colleen Garcia and Leatrice Goodson were both recommended. 
-Ideas for Staff Association Picnic Booth: For the SSHL staffed booth at the Staff Association Picnic on August 24th, the committee will use the remainder of the UCSD Environmental Scavenger Hunt prizes as give-aways. A call will be sent out for volunteers from SSHL to staff the booth closer to the date of the picnic. Possible games to play at the booth, to be discussed more in-depth at a future meeting, include a Spin-the-Wheel and answer a question to gain a prize or a toss the Frisbee on the corresponding map quadrant to answer a question and win a prize.
-Ideas for SSHL "Who We Are Display": Mariah discussed creating READ posters for the various units in SSHL, with corresponding literature display along the long gallery wall. Using the new “Alumni Bookplating Project” the display cases could hold various materials in the SSHL collection that graduating student workers have had plated. Marlo suggested creating a Welcome poster to be hung between RES and the GIS Lab with a corresponding display detailing what subjects are covered under SSHL and possibly highlighting Gov. Docs. and GIS. Approx. 5-10 key items/elements would be featured on this main display. All content would be used as a back-up display when there isn’t a featured display as well as allowing the Outreach Committee to use pieces of the displays to highlight specific services, i.e. the Circuit and ReQuest unit. Marlo and Mariah will meet to discuss overall objectives and solidify an overall design. Since SSHL is currently in the process of creating a new graphic identity, the Outreach Committee is considering holding a graphic design contest in the fall giving art students the opportunity to design a new graphic logo for SSHL that would be used on the web as well as on other promotional material.
-Ice Cream Social: The committee members feel that if the Outreach Committee has new information about upcoming events or displays to share with the department that instead of holding an ice cream social we would like to hold a possible potluck. Additionally, the showing of a continuously playing power point slideshow might possibly attract more feedback.
