Updates:

Focus the Nation:  Mariah explained this event as occurring annually on the same day, January 31, and this is the first year UCSD has participated in it.  Essentially it is a ‘teach-in’, focusing on national climate solutions and sustainability.  Mariah is creating a mini-display from our materials from Earth Month.  Dan is helping with a pared down website so we will end up with a website and display (downstairs in Preservation).  Mariah will send the links about Focus the Nation to the Outreach Committee.

· Poetry Reading:  Confirmed for Feb. 6 @ 2 pm in the Seuss Room.  Room configuration has been provided to Facilities.

· Poetry Open Mic with AASM:  Confirmed for Feb. 6 @ 6 pm in Perks.  Currently there is no fee to use Perks for an event, and we will not be providing catering due to the obvious.  Mariah is working with Dorthea and the AASM to identify a graduate student to emcee the open mic.  There is one good name that has been passed onto Dorthea for follow-up.  

· BHW/WMH Poet Exhibit:  We will have a display of books that are relevant to the events.  Alanna suggested contacting Special Collections about the recent AA poet who won the UCSD poetry prize as there are a number of his materials onsite.  

· Remaining Items to be done:

· Parking reservation for Lynne Thompson:  Preferred spot is in the Myers Lot, if not there then on Voigt by library.  Reserve from 8 am – 8 pm.  (Tracey) 

· Distribution flyers to departments and student organizations and ensure they get posted:  (Dan & Alanna)

· Books for purchase:  We’re having trouble getting the bookstore to agree to purchase the books in advance as it is a very small publishing house.  One avenue around that is to have the author bring books with her and then we would sell them at the event and collect the money for the author.  Mariah needs to clear this with DBF but if that happens, we would need people to sit at the table to sell books.  Another avenue to pursue is to see if Groundworks will get the books and sell them.  (Mariah to look into Groundworks.  Alanna will sell books if that is the final plan.)

· Catering for poetry reading at 2 pm on Feb. 6:  We have approximately $130 for this.  (Mariah will check with Dorthea to see if there are any special requests for the menu.  No one assigned as of yet to do this.)

· Set up/break down:  (All who are available on that day will help.)

· Help with Poetry Exhibit:  (Colleen to assist Mariah.)

Additional Events to consider for 08/09:

· Alanna proposed events for American Libraries Week & Banned Books Week.  Discussion was that it would be good to do one of these each year.  Banned Books week happens near the start of the fall quarter and American Libraries Week is in April.  Allie and Alice did a Banned Books display a few years ago and Alice has the materials in her office, so this would be a great help in putting another one together.

· Marlo sent the Committee an email with suggestions which included enhancing the SSHL ‘Who we are’ display, doing more for Welcome Week (group discussion on the fact that an SSHL specific table should be there), grad TA orientations (need to make sure not redundant with IOC efforts), elections-related event/display, orientation for grads in January, and promotion of the MMW video and other videos.  For the TA items, Colleen said that her husband is a graduate TA and also sits on the GSA so we can use him to contact them if we would like.

· Patrick suggested branding of SSHL as a goal.

· The group strongly agrees that a logo for SSHL is critical, and that we do not have the expertise on staff to do this.  Suggestions included finding departmental funds for this, or to work with Sixth College to draw on the student’s graphic expertise there.

· Patrick & Mariah will take all the event ideas and discuss what is possible/feasible to do.  Patrick will synthesize these with the goals & official documents of SSHL to help determine this.
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
