Announcements:

Tracey announced that the 2nd GIS Lunch Series talk will take place on August 1, 2007.  It will be at the Biomed Library and is a jointly sponsored by Biomed & SSHL.  No lunch will be served but light refreshments will be offered.  The next GIS Lunch Series talk will have lunch provided similar to the way it was for the 1st of the Lunch Series.

Updates:
Summer Reading Program (Mariah):  We’ve had 182 reviews and 20 teams so far (compared to 7 teams last year).  There are 213 total participants this year (180 last year) and of the 213, 89-90 are on teams.  The Reader of the Week is going well and only one person has declined so far.  The freeform review format is also working very well.

Discussion:

· Recap last meeting - Membership:  There were no objections to have Mariah official invite Colleen & Leatrice from Access Services to join the Committee.  Mariah will send a formal invitation.

· Recap last meeting – Cargo:  Mariah confirmed that we can get an educational discount of $300.  Alanna will contact the Women’s Center to see if they can also sponsor the screening and she will inquire to see if there are student groups affiliated through the Women’s Center who could also serve as partners in order to obtain University Events funding.  Dorthea will contact the Cross-Cultural Center for sponsorship.  Sponsorships will go towards covering the operational costs of the event and refreshments will be provided if we end up having the money for them.  The venue will likely be the theater at ERC.  Alanna will also contact the Sexual Harassment office to inquire about sponsorship and Mariah will contact Health Services.
· Recap last meeting – “Who We Are” Display:  We will have READ posters for each unit in SSHL and will provide some text that explains how each department is critical to the functioning of the library overall.  This will give greater weight to everyone’s position as integral to the function of the library.  Mariah will ask at RLT for a librarian to be our ‘face’.  A few SSHL services will be highlighted in the display area between the GIS Lab and Res Services door and the Alumni Bookplating will also likely be incorporated into this area.
