Announcements:
	The True Colors Pride Exhibit will be on display for the month of July. Posters were placed at the Geisel Library entrance bulletin and at the Information Desk. The exhibit information was also sent to the LGBT and Women’s Center Newsletters. Shaun Travers, Director of the LGBT Resource Center, sent a letter of appreciation to Brain Schottlaender commending the Library for having a pride theme exhibit.
	Tammy Dearie has asked the committee to start thinking of ideas for graphics and promotion of the new Seuss themed study rooms in SSHL. The overall look should be sophisticated in theme. The committee will discuss ideas at the next meeting.

 Updates:
	The Summer Reading Program, as of this meeting, has 226 participants (up approx. 40 participants from 2006) with 20 teams (up 13 teams from 2006), and 284 reviews have been submitted so far. Mariah is researching purchasing two plaques for the Summer Reading Program, with the consensus of the committee, which will be used to display the participant and team that has read and submitted the most reviews each year. Since Alanna will be out of the office for several weeks, she asked the committee for help covering the Summer Reading Luncheon prizes; Rachel volunteered to handle any outgoing letters, and Marlo volunteered to send thank you letters to sponsors.
	Mariah has confirmed an educational discount on the Cargo screening, bringing the speaking fee cost down to $1,200 and making the total costs excluding venue and the reception to approx. $1,700. Alanna has sent a request for sponsors to the Ethnic Studies listserv, the LGBT Center, and the Women’s Center. Dorthea will send a request to the Cross Cultural Center, Mariah will send a request to the Sexual Harassment Office, and Marlo is in contact with the University Events Office for possible sponsors. Update: The Sexual Harassment Center has sent an initial reply expressing interest in sponsoring this event and will be in touch within the next two weeks to discuss how they are able to contribute.
	Mariah informed the Outreach Committee that we are still waiting for information regarding the $2,000 stipend requested for Outreach events from Admin, and currently our budget stands at $2,000 for the fiscal year.

Discussion:
	The Outreach Committee has been asked to host two displays during the month of November, as the committee already had a Dia de los Muertos exhibit scheduled for that month, Mariah is proposing a change to the calendar of events for that month. As the Dia de los Muertos exhibit was presented last November, and due to the priority of these alternative displays, the proposal is to cancel the Dia de los Muertos display and replace it with two different displays. 

The first display is on behalf of Thurgood Marshall College and will focus on the Little Rock Nine and school integration. This display will have first priority for both of SSHL’s gallery spaces. Dorthea mentioned that there are several documents that would work well for the display. 

The second display came at the request of Adele Barsh who is working with the Career Services Center for the 2007 International Education Week. The display would focus on resources promoting living and working abroad. This display would fit nicely for the SSHL display cases, and if available, additional gallery space could be used to display images with a travel theme.

The Outreach Committee unanimously agreed to the proposed changes and as more information becomes available it will be discussed further at a future outreach meeting.

	The Summer Reading Luncheon planning discussion was postponed until the next meeting.
